The Year 1 
children in Beech Class were also using Numicon in 
a part whole model to discover all the different 
ways of writing ‘number fact families’, an important 
concept where children can recognise inverse 
operations, such as 3 + 5 = 8 and 8 – 3 = 5. 
 

 
At The Norman, the whole school experienced a traditional 
‘Mummers Play’, performed by a group of actors from the 
village, including one of our governors! The children 
thoroughly enjoyed this traditional folk play which is often

Most of his stunts 
are performed on a Quad bike. He talked about his stunts 
around the world and showed video clips of himself in action. He 
was very impressed with the children’s knowledgeable questions 
and good manners.
